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Department of Chemistry - Summer 2016 Research Internships

1. General Information
The Department of Chemistry at Northern Kentucky University would like to invite interested and motivated students to participate in research internships during the summer 2016.
The Department of Chemistry is housed in a new building and is equipped with state-of-the-art instrumentation and research space. The Department has a very active summer research program involving an average of 50 undergraduate students throughout the various research groups. Chemistry faculty members working in different research fields are participating in this program. A description of their research areas and projects along with their contact information is given in the attached document. More information can also be found on the Chemistry Department website (http://artscience.nku.edu/departments/chemistry.html).
The participants will work collaboratively with American peers and a faculty mentor on a specific research project, will submit a research report on their work, and will give a presentation at the Department End-of-Summer Research Celebration. NKU faculty mentors also welcome the opportunity to work with the student’s institution internship advisor/mentor to meet any internship requirements.
In addition, social events and leisure activities will be organized to offer the participants an opportunity to discover and enjoy our region. Examples of such activities include attending professional sporting events (baseball game), touring local attractions (visit of a bourbon distillery, attraction parks) or visiting regional scientific research centers (local industry laboratories).
2. Requirements 
Applications are invited from students with at least one year of college experience in a chemistry-related area (chemistry or biochemistry). Prior research experience is not necessary but knowledge of the English language sufficient to function on a day-to-day basis is required.

3. Duration 
The program will generally run from May 9th, May 23rd or May 31st to July 29th, 2016. However, other start dates might be available to accommodate the participants’ school schedule and/or mandatory internship requirements. Requests for start or end dates different than those proposed must be first sent to Dr. Lagadic. 
4. Housing 
Participants will be housed in one of the on-campus residential halls at no cost to them. On-campus housing will be available for the entire period of the internship. All residential halls offer access to kitchen and laundry facilities. Linen (pillows, bed sheets, blankets & toilet towels) as well as kitchenware (plates, glasses, silverware, cooking pans, etc.) will be provided to the participants.
5. Health Insurance 
Participants will be asked to purchase a health insurance provided by NKU upon arrival to satisfy the new health insurance requirements set forth by the US Department of State (DOS) for J-1 exchange visa holders. If students decide to purchase their own health insurance, they will still need to purchase the NKU insurance. The cost of this insurance is about $102 per month.
6. Program Cost & Facility Access
The internships are not paid but all tuition charges and university fees will be waived. The expenses for on-campus housing (excluding meals) will be entirely paid for by NKU. 

The participants will be required to secure their own funding to cover the cost of:

· Visa application fees & passport cost (if applicable)
· Travel expenses
· NKU provided health insurance cost for the entire duration of the program
· Meal expenses 
· Extra expenses
The participants will have free access to the campus network (including email), Wifi, university library, and local bus transportation, and access to the Campus Recreation & Fitness Center Recreation for a minimum fee.
